
About this Location
Located on a 1-acre site, Queens Court will be a 12-story, 249-
unit community in urban Rosslyn. The project is currently under 
construction and when completed, will create significant new 
affordable housing in the Rosslyn-Ballston corridor.

History
APAH acquired the original 39-unit Queens Court property in 
1995. In 2015, the Arlington County Board formally adopted the 
Western Rosslyn Area Planning Study (WRAPS) - an integrated 
planning effort of more than 1 million sq. feet, including a new 
Arlington public school, fire station, and market rate housing. 
The Planning Study also unlocked density for Queens Court to 
be redeveloped into 249 affordable units, APAH’s largest project 
to date. The project broke ground in 2019 and is expected to be 
completed in 2021.

Building and Apartment Features
The new Queens Court will have a majority of two- and 
three-bedroom units. The community has 150 underground 
parking spaces and is located less than a half mile from the  
Rosslyn Metro. In addition, the redeveloped Queens Court 
will be barrier-free and certified EarthCraft Gold. The project 
features a 9,000 square foot park and playground onsite and 
deeded via easement to Arlington County for public use.
